Peter Wild was born in Sydney, Australia. From an early age he showed a great attraction towards the piano and after his parents returned to England he began to develop a serious relationship with the instrument.

His studies continued at Chetham’s School of Music in Manchester and subsequently at the Royal Academy of Music in London during which time he studied piano with Alan Richardson & Lois Phillips and organ with Martindale Sidwell.

An interest in teaching began quite early and he combined his work teaching in the Junior Department at the Royal Academy with the development of his own teaching practice.

His work as an accompanist played an important part in his early career and performances include recitals for BBC Radio, Granada television and on the South Bank in London.

For a number of years Peter was involved with many aspects of choral music and as director of music and organist spent much of his time working in the ecclesiastical traditions and, periodically, working in association with choral and operatic societies.  

He is now based in Cheshire where he is a much sought-after teacher and consultant in piano pedagogy. He is a Senior examiner for London College of Music and tours in the UK and abroad both as examiner & adjudicator; he also works for the Welsh Joint Education Committee as ‘A’level examiner and moderator, he sits on the Advisory Committee for Postgraduate qualifications at the University of Reading, England and two years ago was invited to be Warden of the Private Teachers’ Section of The Incorporated Society of Musicians; despite a rather hefty schedule he still tries to find time for solo, accompaniment and chamber work.
